A
separation of the theological school from the spiritual life
and leadership of the Church would soon lead to the sec-
ularization and the liberalization of the school, transform-
ing it into an educational institution which, in the best case
scenario, will bring nothing good. The precedents of the
past confirm such unfortunate developments.

The need to go deeper into the teaching of God's
Word and to prepare ministers for the Church gave birth
to theological schools. The complexity of the Church's
mission into the world, the continuous challenges coming
from outside of it, as well as its own needs represented es-
sential factors that determined the emergence of the idea
of a theological school.

Theological education can under no circumstance
be separated from the concept of Christian discipleship.
The student enrolled in such a program is called to be an
authentic disciple of Christ. Therefore, it is essential that
the teachers of a theological school are genuine disciples
of Jesus, as well as ministers who are involved in the work
of the local church. The students will follow the teach-
ing of the professors and they will be shaped in the spirit
which governs the institution. A potential disconnection
of a Christian professor (theologian) from the spiritual life
and the ministry of the Church would deprive the teach-

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DOCTRINAL STATEMENT PREZENTARE DOCTRINARA

I. THE SCRIPTURES. We believe that both
the Old and New Testaments are verbally inspired
by God and are inerrant in the original writings.
Through the providence of God, the Scriptures
have been preserved and are the supreme and
final and adequate authority in faith and life (Ps.
19.7; 2 Tim. 3.16; 2 Pet. 1.21).

II. GOD. We believe that there is only one
true and living God existing in three Persons--Fa-
ther, Son, and Holy Spirit - each a distinct Person,
but all of one essence and all having the same na-
ture, perfections, and attributes, and each is wor-
thy of precisely the same worship, confidence, and
obedience (Gen. 1.26; Jer. 10.10; Matt. 3.16-17;
28.19).

II1. JESUS CHRIST. We believe that Jesus
Christ is the Son of God, begotten by the Holy Spir-
it, born of the virgin Mary, that He shed His blood
on Calvary as a vicarious substitute, was buried,
rose again bodily, and ascended to the Father ac-
cording to the Scriptures (Isa. 7.14; Matt. 1.18-25;
1 Cor. 15.3; Heb. 4.15).

IV. HOLY SPIRIT. We believe that the Holy
Spirit is the third Person of the Trinity, very God,
co-existent with the Father and the Son. The Holy
Spirit is the chief agent in regeneration, the chief
convictor of sin, and the chief comforter of the be-
liever. Also, the new born believer is baptized by
the Holy Spirit to receive the power from above and
the gifts necessary for proclaiming the full Gospel
and edifying the Body of Christ (Matt. 28.19; Acts
1:8; 19:5-6; 1 Cor. 12:1-31; 14:1-4).

V. CREATION. We believe the triune God
created the universe through His Word, apart
from pre-existing materials and without any evo-
lutionary process. We believe in the historicity
of the first eleven chapters of Genesis (Gen. 1.1;
Matt. 19.4; John 1.1-3; Rom. 1.20; Col. 1.16-17;
Heb. 11.3).

VI. MAN. We believe that man is the direct

IV. DUHUL SFANT. Noi credem ci Duhul
Sfant este a treia Persoana a Trinitatii, Dumnezeu
Insusi, co-existent cu Tatal si Fiul. Duhul Sfant este
agentul principal al nasterii din nou, al condamna-
rii pacatului si al mangaierii credinciosului.

image of God. Adam, the first man, sinned by dis-
obedience. This act resulted in the fall of mankind
and incurred both physical and spiritual death for
all (Gen. 1.26-27; Rom. 3.10, 23; 5.12).

VII. SALVATION. We believe that all who,
in faith, receive the Lord Jesus Christ as Savior are
born again by the Holy Spirit and thus become the
children of God. Salvation involves redemption,
regeneration, justification, sanctification, and glo-
rification (John 1.12; 3.3; 17.17; Rom. 8.29- 30;
Eph. 2.8-9; 4.30; Tit 3.5).

VIII. SECOND COMING. We believe in the
literal, in the clouds, personal, pre-millennial, re-
turn of Jesus Christ for His Church. At this event
the dead in Christ will be resurrected and together
with the living believers will be translated to meet
Him in the air. At the end of the seven year tribu-
lation, Christ will visibly descend with the saints
to establish His earthly millennial kingdom (Acts
1.11; 1 Thes. 4.13-18; Rev. 20.1-6).

IX. SATAN. We believe that Satan was orig-
inally created a perfect being. He rebelled against
God. As a result, he became depraved, the Devil, an
adversary of God and His people, and leader of a
host of angels who fell with him. Satan has been
judged and defeated at the cross, will be bound for
a thousand years during the millennial kingdom,
but after the final rebellion, will be thrown into the
everlasting lake of fire (Isa. 14.13-14; Ezek. 28.13-
17;John 16.11; 1 Tim. 3.7; Rev. 20.10).

X. HEAVEN. We believe in the eternal abode
of God and the holy angels, where Jesus intercedes
for His people on earth and where the spirits of
departed saints await their resurrected, glorified
bodies. Heaven is a literal place of conscious bliss to
which all saints go upon death and from which the
Lord Jesus Christ will come for the rapture of His
Church. To depart and be in heaven is to be “present
with the Lord” and so is “far better” than to remain
alive on earth, but the eternal blessedness of heav-
en is only for those who possess eternal life through

XI. HELL. We believe that hell is a literal
place of judgment created for the devil and those
angels who followed him in his rebellion against
God. In the final state, the devil and his demons
will spend eternity banished from the presence of
God in the Lake of Fire. This same final punishment
also awaits all unredeemed people who refuse to
believe on the name of the Lord Jesus Christ. The
Scriptures declare that the torment of all the in-
habitants in the Lake of Fire lasts forever. Prior to
the final state, the soul of the unjust at death is con-
demned to Hades in a state of conscious torment
until the resurrection of the unjust. At this resur-
rection, called "the second death” the disembodied
soul is reunited with the resurrected body and cast
into the Lake of Fire (Rev. 20.10; Matt. 25.41; Mark
9.43-48; Rev. 14.11; 20.10, 15; Luke 16.19-31; ]n.
5.29; Rev. 20.11-15).

XII. THE PRIESTHOOD OF THE BELIEVER.
We believe in the priesthood of all believers so that
every Christian has direct access to God in prayer
through Jesus Christ, our great High Priest, and
that there is no mediator between God and man
other than Jesus Christ (Heb. 4.16; 1 Tim. 2.5; Rev.
1.6).

XIII. PROVIDENCE. We believe in the prov-
idence of God, but not that He is the author or ap-
prover of sin nor the destroyer of the free will and
responsibility of man (John 3.16; Rom 8.28-30).

XIV. THE LORD’S DAY. We believe that Sun-
day (first day of the week and the day of the Resur-
rection of our Lord) is the Lord’s Day and is a Chris-
tian institution for regular observance of worship
and spiritual devotion, both public and private (1
Cor. 16.2; Rev. 1.10).

XV. THE LOCAL CHURCH. We believe that
the New Testament church is a local body of bap-
tized believers with Christ as its head and the
Holy Spirit as its guide. New Testament churches
promote God’s work by cooperating together for
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12:22-24;loan 14:1-3; 2 Cor. 5:1-10; Fil. 1:23, 3:20-
21; 1 Tes. 4:16-18; Apoc. 21:1-22:5; loan 14:6).

XI. IADUL. Noi credem ca iadul este in sens
literal un loc de pedeapsa pregatit pentru diavol
si ingerii care l-au urmat in razvratirea sa fata de
Dumnezeu. in cele din urm3, diavolul si demonii
lui vor fi izgoniti pentru totdeauna din prezenta lui
Dumnezeu in iazul de foc.

Dumnezeu decat Isus Cristos (Evr. 4:16; 1 Tim. 2:5;
Apoc. 1:6).

XIII. PROVIDENTA. Noi credem in provi-
denta lui Dumnezeu, dar nu ca El ar fi autorul sau
cel care ar aproba pacatul, si nici cel care ar anihi-
la libertatea vointei umane si, implicit, a respon-
sabilitatii omului (Ioan 3:16; Rom. 8:28-30).

XIV. ZIUA DOMNULUI. Noi credem ca
duminica (prima zi a sdptidmanii si ziua Invierii
Domnului) este ziua Domnului si a fost instituita
in crestinism ca timpul obisnuit de inchinare si
devotiune spirituala, atat In public, cat si in parti-
cular (1 Cor.

23; 1 Thes. 4.16-18).

XVI. ORDINANCES. We believe that the lo-
cal church observes two principal ordinances: wa-
ter baptism and the Lord’s Supper. We believe that
all who have received Christ as Savior and Lord
should be baptized in the Name of the Father, the
Son, and the Holy Spirit; that baptism is by immer-
sion in the likeness of the death, burial, and resur-
rection of Christ; and that the Lord’s Supper should
be observed in remembrance of Him to show forth
His death for our sins until He comes again (Matt.
26.26-30; 28.19-20; Rom. 6.3-6; 1 Cor. 11.23-26).

DENOMINATIONAL AFFILIATION

COURSE MATERIALS

The SSCS Faculty Review Board carefully eval-
uates the contents of seminal works in the field before
adopting course material as a part of the curriculum.
Approved selections represent the world’s greatest
Theological authors, and they share a Bible-based an-
cient/contemporary viewpoint of problems facing the
Church, the world community and congregations.

The courses cover an extensive selection of
the subject material a student should expect to find in
the traditional college. SSCS students are encouraged
to assist in the selection of their course work. While
there are a number of mandatory SSCS “core courses,”
students also have the option of selecting the cours-
es that would enhance the ministry they serve. If stu-
dents have a particular subject or book that they prefer
to explore and study for credit, they may do so upon
receiving written approval from the Faculty Review
Board.

SSCS textbooks are about the same price as
the Christian bookstores, and their costs are not in-
cluded in the tuition. Students may purchase all text-
books and study materials from www.cbd.com or
www.amazon.com.

COURSE WORK INSTRUCTION

STYLE

Use active voice, and avoid first person pro-
nouns unless permitted by the assignment instruc-
tions. In historical writing, use simple past tense verbs,
but when referring to an author’s written work, use
present tense.

Turabian permits two citation styles. SSCS
only accepts notes-bibliography style in submitted

When footnoting, indent the first line of your
footnote. The indentation should be before the su-
perscripted footnote number. The footnotes should
be single-spaced, but there should be 6-pt. spacing
beneath the footnote. In order to format your paper
using 6-pt. spacing, highlight the footnote, right-click
on your highlighted space, click the paragraph option,
and then with the spacing option change it to on 6 pt.
spacing in the “after” option.

“Ibid?” is short for the Latin term ibiderm mean-
ing “in the same place” When referring to a source
whose bibliographical data are in the footnote prior,
use “Ibid” Do not include a page number if you are
citing the same page as the previous; however, if it is
a different page number use “Ibid.” plus a comma and
then the page number like this, “Ibid., #

Since the Bible is considered a sacred work,
cite it initially in the footnotes and subsequently in
parenthetical references. Do not include the Bible in
the bibliography. The exception to this rule is when
you are citing notes from a study Bible, which should
in turn be referenced in the bibliography. An example
for properly footnoting a biblical citation is in the foot-
note at the bottom of this page. Notice the phrasing
of the footnote, “Unless otherwise noted, all biblical
Version.” This

means that you will not need to reference the version

passages referenced are in the

of the Bible in subsequent citations unless you change
the version.

When footnoting a book for the second time
and the citation is not concurrent with the first cita-
tion, you do not need a full citation. Instead use the
author’s last name(s), an abbreviated version of the
book title (in four words or less), and the page number

If you need to cite the link to the arti-
cle it is preferred that you cite the article using the Dig-
ital Object Identifier (DOI). If there is no DOI make
sure that you are using a permalink rather than a link
copied and pasted from your address bar. If you signed
into the Library using a username and password then
the address from the address bar will not work for any-
one who does not have your username/password.

Writing and preaching are two different commu-
nicational mediums with two distinct purposes. When
writing an academic assignment, avoid the temptation
to “sermonize.” Eliminate any use of “you” or “us,” and
do not appeal to your reader’s emotions or character.

GRAMMAR USAGE NOTES

Avoid using the em-dash (—) which is used in
place of a comma to separate thoughts in a sentence. If
it is necessary, make sure you understand the grammat-
ical reasoning behind using this form of punctuation.

Bible is the title of a book whereas biblical is
an adjective and biblically is an adverb. Bible should
be capitalized, but biblical and biblically should not be
capitalized. The same is true of Scripture in the nom-
inal form versus the adjectival or adverbial form. Be
sure to study the Capitalization Glossary for more ex-
amples of common capitalization mistakes.

The abbreviation, ie., means “that is” and
should be used in parentheses when providing a point
of clarification.

The abbreviation, e.g., means “example” and
should be used in parentheses when giving an example.

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Ethical Conduct Codul etic
General Information Informatii generale

In this day of disappearing moral absolutes, it
is imperative that all Christians be reminded that the
Bible, as the revelation of God’s truth, must determine
not only one’s doctrinal beliefs, but also one’s lifestyle.
In a changing world, the Christian has an unchanging
standard, the Word of God.

The SSCS “Ethical Conduct” are based upon
the teachings and principles of Scripture, seeking to
develop personal holiness and discipline exemplified
in a lifestyle glorifying to God. SSCS offers educational
excellence with a distinctive purpose: included in that
purpose is a student’s total growth.

We are interested in imparting spiritual knowl-
edge and teaching biblical values, both of which pro-
mote the tradition of conservative, evangelical, and
fundamental local churches. We are also dedicated to
nurturing an exemplary lifestyle for our students.

The SSCS Board of Directors, administration,
and faculty have committed to Sola Scriptura College
and Seminary the highest standards of Christian con-
duct required to fulfill our stated mission. The follow-
ing “Ethical Conduct” are intended to guide students
who matriculate at SSCS.

All SSCS students are required to adhere to the
“Ethical Conduct” and to indicate so on the applica-
tion for admission.

Standards of conduct

1. It is required that students preparing for
Christian ministry and admitted into this institution
will conduct themselves in a manner deemed by the
institution.

2. We are educational institutions committed
to a high standard of academic integrity. As such, any
student who submits work as part of the requirements
for a course thereby asserts that the student personally
has done that work and that it has not been submit-

Unless credit is explicitly given to sources, the student
is asserting that the words and/or the thoughts are
the student’s own original work. Falling short of these
standards is academic dishonesty.

3. The institution may take disciplinary action
should any ethical standard of an academic and/or
personal nature be violated. In the case of academic
dishonesty (see item 2 above) breaches of this standard
will result in the failure of the assignment along with
further possible disciplinary measures as outlined be-
low. All cases of plagiarism will be reported to the Ac-
ademic Dean and will be kept on file. The institution
recognizes a professor’s authority to undertake disci-
plinary actions concerning any of his students in the
context of his classroom. Generally, violations of the
institution’s ethical conduct policy include, but are not
limited to:

a) Academic dishonesty, including cheating,
submitting without approval work originally pre-
pared by the student for another course, and plagia-
rism, which is essentially submitting as one’s own
work material prepared in whole or in part by an-
other person while failing to give proper credit on
papers for sources used.

b) Use or possession of beverage alcohol or
drugs;

¢) The use of tobacco products;

d) Engaging in a lifestyle contrary to Biblical
standards including, but not limited to, heterosex-
ual misconduct, homosexual or bisexual behavior,
transgenderism or any other form of sexual miscon-
duct.

e) Giving false or incomplete statements to the
institution orally or in writing including, but not
limited to, one’s application for admission or regis-
tration, or the altering of records;

f) Financial irresponsibility;

g) Fighting; abusive or vulgar language;

h) Theft of institutional or personal property;

i) Violation of the institutions academic regu-
lations and policies;

j) Neglect, disregard, or breach of established

h) Furt de bunuri personale sau institutionale;
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institutional policies that govern the use of any
property or facility.

k) Behavior, verbal, physical, or emotional,
which is demeaning, harassing, or abusive of anoth-
er person; and behavior that is profane or vulgar.

1) Disrespect or abuse directed toward any fac-
ulty member, school administrator, or staff person.

m) Students and their families are expected
to dress in modest attire. The institutions position
is that immodest clothing damages one’s Christian
testimony, so clothes such as short skirts, shorts, and
tank tops are not appropriate. Hats, caps, and shorts
are not allowed in class. Ear jewelry is prohibited
for men and other body piercings are prohibited for
both males and females.

n) Any student in the process of marital sep-
aration or divorce must notify the Chancellor and
the Vice-Chancellor and may be required to cease
studies to give full attention to the protection and
restoration of the family.

4. Students involved in a criminal or civil in-
fraction are accountable to civil authorities but may
also be subject to discipline by the institution.

5. It is the intent of student discipline, in keep-
ing with Galatians 6:1-2, to exercise genuine Christian
concern in dealings with students and create occasions
for learning, personal growth, and professional devel-
opment. The welfare of the student, of the seminary
community, and of the churches is the primary con-
cern.

6. In the attempt to make this a truly respon-
sible and redemptive community, it is expected that
students, faculty, administration, and staft will joint-
ly accept the responsibility of reporting such actions
as may be unacceptable, unethical, or detrimental to
a Christian academic community or to the ministries
that they serve. All apparent violations of the ethical
conduct policies are to be reported to the Chancellor
and Vice Chancellor for timely investigation and such
action as may be necessary.

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Organization

1. Most disciplinary action will be handled by
the Chancellor and Vice Chancellor or a school official
that they appoint.

2. Upon the discretion of the Chancellor and
Vice Chancellor, an Ethical Conduct Committee may
be assembled. The Ethical Conduct Committee will
be comprised of the Chancellor as chairman; the ac-
ademic dean or a faculty representative of the school
in which the student is registered; the Registrar or ad-
ministrative representative.

3. The Chancellor, Vice Chancellor or an ap-
pointed school official will then decide whether or
not the student has been in violation of regulations
or standards of ethical conduct; or whether or not the
student has conducted himself/herself in any way con-
trary to the standards and references set forth by the
institution.

4. The Chancellor or Vice Chancellor or an appoint-
ed school official will notify the student of the decision.

5. The Chancellor, Vice Chancellor, Chancellor
and the President of the institution have full authority
to handle disciplinary matters, as they deem necessary.

6. If the student is unsatisfied with the deci-
sion, he has the right to make an appeal to the Board
of Directors, in a period of maximum 30 days.

Ethical Conduct Disciplinary Action

Disciplinary actions include, but are not limited to:

1. Reprimand and disciplinary probation;

2. Reprimand, disciplinary probation, and loss of
credit in course or courses where dishonest work was done;

3. Temporary suspension with time and terms
of re-admission indicated;

4. Indefinite suspension with time and terms
of re-admission not indicated;

5. Permanent dismissal; and

6. Any of the above may be noted on the stu-
dent’s transcript and may be removed at the discretion
of the Chancellor, Vice Chancellor or the President of
the institution.
